Thisincludes money that is spent by
cheque, debit card, or by pre-authorized payments, plus all deposits. Also record any service fees. Keep a
running balance so you know how much money isin your account. Check your monthly statement. Mark with a
check mark (V) if correct, when reviewing your statement.
